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In the New International Version of the Bible, the word “light” appears 204 times.  The first 

appearance is in the first chapter of the book of Genesis.  The last appearance is in the last 

chapter of the book of Revelation.  The notion of light runs throughout Scripture. 

 

In that light, we offer 35 Bible Verses for Scripture memorization throughout the 2011-2012 

school year.  All 35 verses mention “light.”
