But they 
did not realize I was the one who took care of them. I led them with kind-
ness and love.” (Hosea 11:3-4 NIrV) 
 
But Israel did not want to turn away from their sins. Have you ever done 
something you knew was wrong? That is what Israel did. They chose to 
disobey God.
