During 2023, thirty-two (33) volunteer dentists treated 1,407 patients 3474 times. We
offered a number of different services, from exams, cleanings, fillings, extractions and
denture care, to root canals and crowns. We are so thankful for our dentists, hygienists,

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We had 1,025 children and youth attend our summer
camps this year at no cost to their families. The students
swam, climbed, played, and enjoyed a good meal, while
learning about God’s love from the Bible.

Among many events at Easter, we sponsor what we
affectionately call, the “World’s Largest” Easter egg hunt,
with over 100,000 eggs (filled with candy) ready for kids
to find. Over 3 thousand (3,330) children came with their
families. They enjoyed bouncy houses, free food, carnival
games, and the egg hunt.

At our 2023 Fall Festival, a total of 1,155 children came
with their families to a great day of outdoor fun. Hay
rides, carnival games, bouncy houses, and free food was
all part of the fun. It was a rainy day, but the rain couldn’t
dampen the Spirits on this fun-filled day.
